The Stargard Museum’s year-book is devoted to the history and culture of Stargard 
itself, the Stargard district and the historic Pomerania. The current volume contains the 
following essays: Results of archaeozoological analysis of animal remains excavated 
in Stargard - Osetno, site 1; Patronage of the Order of St. John and ecclesiastical urban 
architecture; St. Mary’s Church in Stargard; The Mellentins from Starzyn (Woltersdorf) 
and Linówko (Klein Lienichen); Early modern modernisation of southern and eastern 
sections of Stargard fortifications in the light of preserved elements of fortifications; From 
the history of Johann Friedrich hunting castle in Podlesie (Friedrichswalde); Will made by 
Joachim Wedel from Krępcewo (Kremzow) dated at 1613; Aqua fons vitae… – on modern 
containers for mineral water from the collection of the Historical and Archeological 
Museum in Stargard; Children and Greek and Macedonian youth in Western Pomerania 
after World War II. Bibliography of the history of the Stargard region: Dolice (Dölitz) 
Commune and part of Stargard Commune from former Pyrzyce District (Kreis Pyritz) in 
German bibliography of Pyrzyce (Pyritz) region until 2012.
